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Systemic constellations, originally used in fami-
ly therapy, are increasingly seen as a method
for maximising human potential in the field of
business and management. Particularly in
organisations with complex personnel
systems, constellations can be utilised as a kind
of navigational tool.

The success of individuals and organisations,
like the success of a football team, depends
upon each person in the line-up being in the
right position, with a clear acknowledgement
of their performance and function.This optimal
fit within the system promotes synergy.

Using many examples taken from actual
practice, this book illustrates how the invisible
wisdom at a systemic level can be used for per-
sonal, team, or organisational development.
The book also offers suggestions for systemic
coaching that connects the macro-system of
the organisation to the micro-system of indivi-
duals.
